In this
stunning new book of before-and-after pictures, he reveals his other area of expertise: that of the
consummate photographic historian. His vast knowledge of the Civil War photographer’s craft led
me to seek out his expertise when trying to date the many photographs in my recent Civil war book,
"MARY’S WORLD: Love, War, and Family Ties in Nineteenth-century Charleston." Because of the

thousands of images Thomson has studied (not to mention his extensive knowledge of Confederate



military uniforms), he was not only able to accurately date most of my photographs, but was even
able to tell me in which photographer’s studio several were taken. Beyond that, the advanced
techniques he perfected to date old photographs by the size and angle of the sun’s shadows was
nothing less than amazing.
